This sabre saw cuts wood, plastic, and metal. It can cut straight lines, curves, and interal
cut-outs. It cuts pipes and can cut flush to a surface.

Do not use this product in any other way as stated for normal use.

ELECTRIC BRAKE

The electric brake engages when the trigger is released, causing the blade to stop and allowing
you to proceed with your work. Generally, the saw blade stops within two seconds. However,
there may be a delay between the time you release the trigger and when the brake engages.
Occasionally the brake may miss completely. If the brake misses frequently, the saw needs
servicing by an authorized Milwaukee service facility.

You must always wait for the blade to stop completely before removing the saw from the
workpiece.

BATTERIES

Battery packs which have not been used for some time should be recharged before use.
Temperatures in excess of 50°C (122°F) reduce the performance of the battery pack. Avoid
extended exposure to heat or sunshine (risk of overheating).

The contacts of chargers and battery packs must be kept clean.

For an optimum life-time, after use, the battery packs have to be fully charged.

To obtain the longest possible battery life remove the battery pack from the charger once it is fully
charged.
