CHARGING

Plug your USB cable into a power source such as an AC
wall adaptor, computer or car port.

The indicator light will display the charging status:

Red solid: charging 0-79% charged

Green flashing: charging, 80-99% charged

Green solid: 100% charged

Red/Green flashing: damaged or faulty battery

If the light indicator flashes red and green alternating, check
that the battery is fully seated into the bay. Remove the
battery and reinsert. If the light continues to flash red and
green, the battery may be extremely hot or cold, or wet.
Allow the battery to cool down, warm up, or dry out and then
reinsert. If the problem persists, contact a MILWAUKEE
service facility.

FUEL GAUGE

When the battery is inserted or device turned on; the battery
capacity is displayed for 3 seconds as follows:

Red flashing: < 3% remaining
Red solid: 3-10% remaining
Yellow solid: 11-49% remaining
Green solid: 50-100% remaining

BATTERIES

Battery packs which have not been used for some time
should be recharged before use.

Temperatures in excess of 50°C (122°F) reduce the
performance of the battery pack. Avoid extended exposure
to heat or sunshine (risk of overheating).

The contacts of chargers and battery packs must be kept
clean.

For an optimum life-time, the battery packs have to be fully
charged, after used.

To obtain the longest possible battery life remove the battery
pack from the charger once it is fully charged.

For battery pack storage longer than 30 days:

Store the battery pack where the temperature is below 27°C
and away from moisture

Store the battery packs in a 30% - 50% charged condition
Every six months of storage, charge the pack as normal.
